Lesson : What is a skeleton? Building a gearbox
What is a skeleton? – A skeleton is the main structure of any animal that holds everything together.  The skeleton needs to be strong and sturdy.

· For our robots, the main part of the skeleton will be the gear box.  The gearbox will hold the gears, motor, battery, and all the moving parts will connect to it.

· The gearbox will be in the shape of a rectangle

· There are many ways a gearbox can be assembled but we will teach you the most common ones.

· Our examples uses all 3 types of gears

1. Build a basic gearbox example
a. Goal is to have the students learn how to use the worm gear with other gears properly.
