5. What is the Law of Thermodynamics? Answer: Energy can not be created or destroyed, only transferred from one form to another
6. What is a Trebuchet? Answer: Catapult that works on a counterweight.

Setup 3 targets for them to knock over.  Place some targets closer and some further.  Award 2 engineering bucks if they can hit the further object and one for the close object.
